Install approved insulation panels according to manufacturer's recommendations and FM Global requirements,
if applicable. The edges of insulation panels should be in moderate contact without forcing and cut to fit neatly
against adjoining surfaces. The insulation layer should present a smooth surface to accept the roof membrane.

The Parafor 50 LT sheets must be back-nailed in all hot asphalt applied specifications.

In certain applications, the sheets may be applied parallel to the slope of the roof. Contact Siplast
For requirements.

Beginning at the low point of the roof, fully mop one ply of Parafor 50 LT to the insulation surface using PA-100
Asphalt, lapping sides a minimum of 4 inches and ends a minimum of 6 inches. Offset end laps a minimum of 3 feet.
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
